The story of England’s
Northern Cavalry

This gallery explores the military history of two local cavalry regiments -

The Light Dragoons and Command and Support Squadron and The Queen’s Own Yeo-
manry, formerly The Northumberland Hussars. Both regiments continue to play an active
part in the British Army today.

The Light Dragoons was formed in 1992; an amalgamation of the 13"/18"™ Royal Hus-
sars and the 15"/19" The King’s Royal Hussars whose own histories date back to 1715
and 1759 respectively. The Queen’s Own Yeomanry is officially affiliated to The Light
Dragoons.

Regimental links to the region go back to 1819 when the Northumberland Hussars,
originally the Northumberland and Newcastle Volunteer Cavalry, was first raised in
Newcastle to combat civil unrest in the region.

Collection highlights featured in the new gallery include;

+ aSabtretache (cavalryman’s flat satchel) from 1821,

+ an Emsdorff helmet from 1760,

+ a Regimental standard from 1820,

+ asilver mounted Hussar sculpture from 1905,

+ awooden shield with carved elephant from 1883,

+ numerous examples of modern-day and historic uniforms
including an 1800’s tunic, one of the oldest
items in the collection.
