Explore Watercolours

Learning Objectives

Experiment with effects Watercolour techniques- having a go from modelling.

Follow and join in the ‘talk out loud’ Composition demonstrated. Highlighting
top tips for the horizon and placing of sky, land/sea etc.

Choosing and selecting individual techniques modelled and tested to paint a
background.

Explore The Barbour Watercolour Gallery

Be introduced to the work of a range of artists in the watercolour gallery.
Looking for Evidence of Watercolour techniques. Collect ideas about what is
painted in the foreground to inspire own artwork.

Foreground Follow and join in the ‘talk out loud’ demonstration layering on
top of the background adding details and thinking about perspective. Use the
‘top tips’ to complete their paintings.
