Low walls and loose stones
and rubble on the fort site and
across the road

e Tripping over walls or
loose stones and so
causing injury to parts
of the body.

Wet and muddy conditions in

Make sure children wear
sensible outdoor clothing and
footwear/wellies.

Adult supervision at all times.

Children handling replica
equipment/artefacts

Adult supervision at all times

Crossing a busy road

e Cars crashing into
children.

e Children running out
into the road.

e The facilitator instructs
the group to wait
sensibly at the
crossing until itis
green and the group
then walks sensibly
across.

Adult supervision at all times-
one adult to stand in middle of
road to ensure group gets
across the road safely whilst
others help to supervise
children crossing the road




Roman/Celt battle training
on/by the replica Hadrian’s
wall section

Slipping/tripping up or
down the metal stairs of
the wall resulting in
injury.

Falling off the high wall
platform.

Grazing arms on wall
by throwing balls.

Injury from plastic ball.

The facilitator will
instruct the group to be
sensible when climbing
to the top of the wall
and to walks up/down
carefully in single file
holding onto the
handrail.

The facilitator will
instruct the group to
keep their feet firmly on
the wall platform and
not to climb or lean
over the wall.

Children are told to
spread out along the
wall platform with small
groups of two or three
in each crenulation.
The children are told to
listen at all times.

The balls are made
from a very soft and
lightweight plastic.

Adult supervision at all times-
one adult will be expect to
supervise the children at the
top of Hadrian’s Wall.
