Children are told to spread
out along the wall platform
with small groups of two or
three in each crenulation.

The children are told to
listen at all times.

The balls are made from a
very soft and lightweight
plastic.

Adult supervision at all times.

At least one adult will be
expected to supervise the
children on the top of the
replica section of Hadrian’s
Wall.
