                                               Workshop  Session  
Introduction:  Sharing what we already know about The Angel Of The North. 
Learning about an Artist together investigate the sculpture of Antony Gormley  
revealing  his thinking and exploration of ideas that led to the process of 
making the Sculpture. Compare what we know to The Angel of the North facts.   
Maquette: a Sculptors small preliminary model to test the design (2-D to 3-D)  
Angel Share ideas about the term Angel and what we think we know.   
Together find out how we can identify different representations of angels. 
Body shape & form Investigate the 3-D form of the body in changing positions. 
Strike a pose. Different interpretations from the same instruction. 
Representation Respond to the photographic images of key landmarks 
transferring the lines, shape and form into a human group sculpture. Choose 
and select key features that can be reproduced to give an impression of the 
original landmark seen today. 
Exploring possibilities with line and shape: Collaborative Art work 
Everyone Simultaneous Drawing across the same surface with the same subject 
Angel of The North “with a twist” in instructions and techniques for mark 
making. Together appraising the variety of images and effects created.

Think about techniques-making 
parts, joining, strengthening. Create and make an Angel as a group. Use the 
criteria set.   
Coming together: appraise the range of angels made, each group talks through 
how they created their Angel and what top tips they learned from adapting 
and problem solving. Peers give feedback, I like the way…..
