Session activities

Sensory Journey session with To Catch a Smuggler. Children listen to a
story and create the sounds, scents, actions to bring the storey to life.

Group discussion on Smuggling activity in South Shields. Children will
learn about local characters and places as well as the terminology
relating to smuggling and smugglers and afterwards take partin a
handling session using archival materials from the collections.

Visit to the changing faces gallery to view and discuss the geography of
the coastline and how it contributed to smuggling in the local area, and
the gibbet.

Make a “Wanted” Poster, or smuggling coastline picture using mixed
media.

Plenary

The session concludes with a philosophical enquiry game where
children decide what types of activities are similar to smuggling today,
is it ok to smuggle, and if so under what circumstances and then making
Wanted posters for a smugger and their activity.

Or rolling for poetry where children come up with vocabulary and
phrases that describe smuggling to use in a poetry writing session.

Children will have opportunities
to respond and give feedback
throughout the session.
